Jim Nicoll, a well-loved Cordova Bay resident, passed away on
January 2nd, 1986.

Mr., Nicoll was born at Glenfarg, Perthshire, Scotland in 1890
and came to Montreal in 1916. There, he entered into a lifetime
career with the Bank of Nova Scotia, ILater he moved to Torumto and
retired in 1951, In 1954, he and his wife, Muriel, who predeceased
him in 1980, came to B.C., and in 1961, moved to Parker Avenue in
Cordova Bay, where he lived until 1981

Jim was a generous supporter of St., David's Church and served as
its treasurer for 17 years. A keen gardener, he built and renovated
three houses on Parker Avenue, At age 89, he was an active partici-
pant during the building of St. David's new church, which was com-
pleted in 1979. He was also a member of Cordova Bay New Horizons.

Yany will miss this courteous, kind Scotsman with his twinkling
blue eyes and ready humor. He is survived by two daughters, Margaret
Bandeen and Marion Angus, both of Victoria.
