THE ISLAND GARDENER: DORIS PAGE
Preserving our
Heritage in our
Gardens

With so many new residents coming into Cordova Bay, I hope those busy creating new
gardens here will acquaint themselves with our native plants, many of them being
regarded in the rest of the world as highly desirable garden material, yet here so
often swept away ruthlessly by the bulldozers. Such things as our Dogwoods, big-leaved
maples, garry oaks and arbutus, among other plants less conspicuous, are native to a
comparatively limited area of this Pacific Northwest. It seems regrettable that there
should, for instance, be a plan to sell off for building that part of Cordova Bay
(formerly known as Tank) Park, on the west side of Cordova Bay Road across from the
Parkview Store. With little expense, it could be tidied, wild flowers could be
encouraged there and some picnic tables set in the shade as a retreat from the summer
heat on the beach.

When my garden was open recently on the garden tour in aid of the Victoria Conservatory
of Music, many visitors enquired about where to get seeds of native and woodland plants
such as they saw there. Vancouver Island Rock & Alpine Garden Society, the Alpine
Garden Club of B.C., the Royal Horticultural Society (England), the Hardy Plant Society
(also of England) are some sources, as well as a group in the Victoria Horticultural
Society, many botanical gardens and the new Canadian publication Wildflower•. All are
potential sources providing contacts and seed exchanges. Locally, the Thetis Park
Nature Sanctuary Association, the Victoria Natural History Society and all the garden
clubs provide good contacts to anyone eager to learn more about plants. Enquiries at
the museum would provide information about conducted tours of the Native Plant Garden
there, and all the local societies welcome visitors to their meetings.

Some good native
plants for our gardens

Many people in Cordova Bay have a'site which can be developed into a beautiful woodland
garden; mature trees have been left and not cut down to provide "a view," which only
exposes the place to the fierce bitter northeast gales and causes problems with soil
erosion and run-eff.

One of our most beautiful trees is the Dogwood (Comus Nuttallii), and w~0n the rail­
way ran from Victoria, special excursions were advertised in May to see the dogwoods
in flower at Cordova Bay. Dogwoods need shelter from cutting winds such as is provided
by the big firs and cedars and need special care in pruning or thinning because they
bleed very profusely if cut when in active growth. Arbutus menziesii (Madrona), the
only broadleaved evergreen tree in the whole of Canada, has a very limited habitat up
the North West Pacific coast, and despite their habit of dropping their leaves in
summer, they are so beautiful as to bark'and berry that I, for one,always give a silent
vote of thanks to local residents who cherish them. Among the smaller trees, the red­
berried Elder (Sambusus racemosa) likes a shady corner and prOVides food for the birds.
Red osier dogwood (Comus stolonifera), with its red stems, good Fall colour and white
berries, is a fine sight with its white flowers. Ocean Spray (Holodiscus discolor) has
fluffy white plumes in summer; it grows to about eight feet and is of shrubby habit.
Hardhack (Spirea douglasii) has pink clusters of flowers in July. As a garden shrub
in England in the 1930s, they were readily had: I paid seven shillings and sixpence for
one. One of the loveliest of all shrubs, in my opinion, is the tall red whortleberry
(Vaccinium parviflorum) which likes to grow on a rotted log -- probably the reason we
do not find more references to it in garden books. It has delicate white bells, red
berries and a pretty growth pattern. Flowering currant (Ribes sanguineum), immensely
popular in England as one of the earliest spring flowers, comes in shades of red and is
easily raised from cuttings. Mock Orange (Philadelphus coronaria) is fragrant, white­
flowered in June; many garden hybrids were raised in France. Snowberry (Symphoricarpus
racemosus) has white berries in winter, getting along with very insignificant white
flowers otherwise. I have seen it used as a hedge as well as a free-standing shrub.
Ninebark (Physocarpus capitatus) also has white heads of bloom. Indian Plum (Osmronia
cerasiformis) could be called a winter-flowerer, coming in February with white flowers
and berries for the birds.

Shadbush or Saskatoon berry (Amelanchier alnifolia) has fragrant white flowers in spring
and makes a small tree, not so outstanding as the one more popular in cultivation
(Amelanchier laevis) known as Snowy Mespilus. Willows provide the food for the lovely
Swallowtail butterflies and have fluffy catkins in early spring.

Of lower-growing plants for groundcover, Oregon grape (Mahonia) has evergreen leaves,
spring flowers and berries good for jelly. Bearberry (Arctostaphylos Uva-ursi) or
Kinikinnik likes a sunny place at the edge of a wood. There is a good stand of it in
the University garden. Twin flower (Linnea borealis) has fragrant dainty pink trumpets
in humousy soil in shade -- a real treasure. Calypso bulbosa, the pink lady's slipper,
grows in moss but must not be where it ·will get summer watering, being adapted to our
dry summer. Many of our bulbous spring flowers prefer the same dry period to ripen seeds
and bulbs. A good sample of native ferns may be seen in the Museum garden. Sword ferns
are all the better for having the old leaves cut in early April -- not too soon, or
there is risk of frosting of the new growth. The little star flower (Trientalis lati~



folia) will make a carpet under the trees in May with its whorl of leaves and pink
flowers; likewise, Montia perfoliata (Miner's Lettuce). Neither is so invasive as
Vanilla Deerleaf (AGhlys triphylla), which nevertheless makes a good carpeter where it
cannot invade cultivated areas. Wild ginger (Asarum caudatum), with its little brown
goblin-like flowers hiding under the low heartshaped foliage, is another good carpeter,
along with Dicentra formosa (the Western bleeding heart), Heuchera micrantha (the small­
flowered Alum wort), Tellima grandiflora, Fragaria chiloense (the coast strawberry) and
Disporum (Fairy bells) with its white hanging bells followed by orange berries. Trillium
ovatum is one of the few plants protected in this province. It comes easily. from seed
and it flowers in spring. This is what has done well in my own woodland garden.

Depending on the type of soil, the amount of shade, drainage and so on, every garden
has its own micro-climates in various areas, and one of the main aims in any form of
gardening should be in either choosing plants adapted to the site or aJ.tering: .the site
to suit the plants you want to grow. Sometimes I feel our ambition is to grow exotic
plants at the expense of our native ones -- and that's not such an admirable achievement
as we may think, in the long run.

A TRAFFIC STUDY FOR CORDOVA BAY

Because the community expressed strong concern about the effect the freewaying of the
Pat Bay Highway will have on Cordova Bay, and about the impact of increased develop­
ment on an already-stressed community road system, Saanich Council agreed to have a
traffic study carried out by an independent consultant. The original terms of
reference, made up by the Engineering Department, were found to be too narrow: they
took an exclusively engineering point of view, with no attention for the social,
economic and environmental implications. It was decided to set up a committee to
consider more productive terms of reference for the study: that committee consists of
the mayor, Alderman John Mika, the municipal planner, Ken Rainsberry of the municipal
engineering department, and three members of the Cordova Bay Association - Ron Harper,
Des Connor and Ann Moffat. After two meetings - and a good deal of homework -
general agreement was reached on the terms of reference.

The Association representatives would like to report that their request for consider­
ation of the impact of the proposed freewaying of the highway, and of the possibility
of building a frontage road alongside the highway to serve as an intermunicipal link,
have both found a place in the study. In addition, they succeeded in having social,
economic and environmental impacts included. Though they pressed for public input
from the community, Mayor Sturrock was concerned about the cost and about Council's
role in the matter, and it was finally decided to limit input to the three 'civilian'
members of the steering committee.

Unfortunately, Mayor Sturrock seemed inclined to remove one of the Association members
from the committee and replace that member with a developer. His position stems from
pressure by developers, and from certain letters objecting to the makeup of the
Cordova Bay portion of the steering committee.

The Association believes that traffic problems in Cordova Bay are unlikely to be
benefitted by the presence of a developer on the steering committee, and Roger Vale has
sent the folloWing letter to Mayor Sturrock:

"Dear Mr. Sturrock,

Thank you for the meeting on Monday evening, and I believe there was a good mutual
agreement of the terms of reference o

We do have some concerns at your suggestion for introducing a person from the land
development sector, particularly as this seemed to be related to some credibility
factor about the Association.

The executive of the Association is comprised of people of different backgrounds,
including the business, development and real estate fields.

The Association has a membership of some 600, even though quite a number of
streets were not canvassed. In addition, the Association has carried out surveys
and has communicated with the community through the highly respected Cordovan.

The present local area plan permits a considerable increase in population, and
development in accordance with the plan has never been opposed by the Association.
Developers have had many successful projects, and several have actively sought
co-operation with the Association, and again we have co-operated with them.

The opposition to the Association has come mainly from developers not wishing to
comply with the local area plan, and some have gone out of their way to unfairly
discredit the Associationo

The recent objections to the Association from some people.on Cordova Bay Road stems
from an article in the Cordovan which repeated parts of the new draft for the next
local" area plan regarding Lochside Drive o I still find it difficult to comprehend
how this could have been construed as taking sides o As a matter of interest, some
people on Lochside Drive have suggested we have been sitting on the fence:

In conclusion, we feel that the Cordova Bay Association is strongly supported in the
co~nunity, and we believe it may be unfair to give undue representation to special
interest groups.
