Because of concerns expressed lately by the cORmunity, Saanich Council has put the Cordova Bay Local Area Plan on hold until reports
are in from Planning and Engine~ring Departments on the proposed fr~ewaying of the Pat Bay Highway, and the possible extension of
Lochside Drive. Those reports will I ikely b~ ready by Hay.

Acting Hayor Irene Block has indicated that she will go on~ st~p further, by asking Council to freeze development in Cordova Bay until
those reports have been received and considered.

This is a good move. The internal traffic circulation in Cordova Bay is bad, ~ven under existing conditions, and th~ freewaying of
the Pat Bay Highway has staggering impl ications for the cORmunity in terms of changing traffic and traffic patterns, and the impact on
the community way of I ife. It's important that something should be done about these things before further development takes place.
And it gives a chance to tackle unresolved concerns about soil stabil ity and runoff patterns.

But we need to make sure that consideration of these problems goes far enough that we get more than a band-aid solution out of it in
the end. If these unique problems are not fully appreciated and taken into account, we could easily see Cordova Bay change from one
of the most desirable areas in Victoria to one of the least. While the Local Area Plan is tabled, we have the best chance of seeing
that these concerns are properly dealt with.

Re: Problems in Cordova Bay

In recent months various problems in the community have come to a head. These
include the freewaying of the Pat Bay Highway, the instabil ity of the road
through Mount Douglas Park, increased traffic flow through the community,
possible new major developments, and the danger of soil instabil ity on the
slopes as development becomes more dense. Most of the matters were not dealt
with in the Local Area Plan.

While the Local Area Plan is tabled, I ask Council to place a moratorium on
development in the community until the following are done and the information
i s ava i I ab Ie:

1. a study examining and recommending upon various options of traffic
movement throughout the community, both under existing circumstances and

in the event of freewaying of the Pat Bay Highway, and including full
consideration of the socio-economic impacts of each option; and

2. a soil stabil ity and drainage study to recommend upon the suitabil ity
of and safe methods for future development.
