COMMUNITY IMPROVEMENT

What should be done about zoning
some area, or areas in Cordova Bay for
commercial purposes? It would seem a
sensible idea to have some property in
the “Bay” available for business enter-
prises. Just what property should be
opened for commercial development and
what should be kept strictly residential
is rather difficult to decide. It is a ques-
tion on which the opinion of every prop-
erty owner should be heard and con-
sidered. A Community Planning Council,
representing as far as possible, all in-
terested persons and without any other
affiliations would be the answer.

Just how a council of this type could
be set up and made to function efficiently
requires serious thought. It should be
composed not only of resident, but also of
non-resident property owners as they
also have, or should have, an interest in
the development of the community. It
would require money to keep it operating
as notices of meetings would have to be
sent out, meeting places rented, and so
on. It would require some medium where-
by its findings and recommendations

could be given the proper publicity so that
interest in its activities could be kept up.

One way in which such a council could
be brought into being would be under the
sponsorship of the Community Club. The
disadvantage of this method lies in the
danger of its being looked upon as merely
part of the Community Club. At the same
time, it is difficult to see how it could be
started without help from some existing
organization and the Community Club is
the only one capable of giving that initial
assistance.

Letters to the editor of this paper,
containing suggestions on how a Com-
munity Planning Council could be set up
and with what problems it should deal,
would be welcomed. Although the matter
is not one of extreme urgency, we feel it
is something that should be started with-
out too much delay. The Cordova Bay
area has been growing so rapidly in the
last few years that the time cannot be far
distant when something similar to the
Community Shopping Centres in other
residential districts, will be a necessity
here.
