The value of a member to the Club
does not lie in the Annual Dues paid
but in his interest in the Club, his sup-
port as shown by his attendance and the
amount of work he does for the Club.

A Club such as a Golf or Social Club
in which the dues are high can continue

The Club loses
each year a certain number of members
through people moving away and this
number must be replaced by new mem-
bers added to the Club, if the number of
members is to be kept up to the original
number.

One of the surprisings things which
must strike anyone looking over the mem-
bers present at any meeting is that they
are almost all in or past the prime of
life and that the young people who have
just left school or college are conspicuous
by their absence.

Youth is often self-centered, interested
in pleasure and amusements, and un-
thinkingly selfish but there must be
some who have a sense of responsibility
and service and we would appeal to those
to come forward and join the Club.
