GULF AND STRAIT

There is a good deal of confusion in
the minds of many people about the
difference between these two terms and
one of the most confused appears to be
the Canadian Pacific Steamships who ad-
vertise sails to and from the Gulf Islands.

The dictionary defines gulf as a hol-
low or indentation in the sea-coast and
a strait as a narrow pass in a mountain
or in the ocean between two portions of
land.

A simplification of these is that a
gulf is closed at its landward end while
a strait is open at both ends.

The confusion is made worse by the
fact that most of the small gulfs are
called inlets, which is a correct descrip-
sion of a passage by which one is let in—
a small bay.

The sheltered waters among the islands
are ideal for amateur sailors and summer
after summer can be spent seeing some-
thing new each year with the surety of
finding a safe anchorage each night. Most
of the larger islands have at least one
store at which provisions and supplies
house. Most have beaches suitable for
bathing and acquiring a good sun-tan.
