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GLORY-1914-1918?
By GEORGE W. BALL

My little family and myself had settled
down for a comfortable evening when
static, the bane of radio listeners, also
settled down to a steady staccato, causing
one of my sons to remark, "Gee, Dad,
that sounds like machine guns on the
movies! It sure must have been thrilling
to hear and see them in action, during the
big shows as you did. I'd give anything
to be in the thick of a hot war!"

:My wife looked queerly at me, and I'm
afraid I felt somewhat sheepish at hear­

ing such trOLl. one of my sons; but one
cannot blame (too much) the young men
of today for the trend of thought upper­
most in their minds-excitement. They
have been kept steadily at elementary and
high schoools, also the varsities, in the
belief that education will land them some­
thing good when schooling is done and
then to be thrown out on a workless world
to fall, very often, into idleness and dis­
repute-ambition slain.

These thoughts raced through
mind and as the radio was out of t
question as a means of entertainment I
switched it off, formed a snap decision
and said:

"Son, war is not quite as thrilling as
you and the movies would lead us to
believe, and to reduce it to the plainest
language, so that even the young ones will
understand, let me tell you that war is
like a cake composed of everything utterly
filthy, hidden under a thin, sweet, snow­
white icing."

stop; go ahead and tell us what is on
you mind with rega.rd to war and its glory,
if any, it will be good for our children."

I glanced at the children who nodded
their heads in encouragement and so,
heartened as it were, I launched out with
the following.

Here is Mrs. A. J. Garrett's recipe for
Marshmallow Brownies:

Q cup sifted flour (preferably pastry) ;
dash salt; { tsp. baking powder; 3 tbsp.
margaine; -} cup sugar (scant); 2 tbsp.
melted honey; 2 tbsp. corn syrup; 1 egg
(beaten); 1 oz. semi-sweet chocolate
(melted); 1 tbsp. hot water; 1 tsp. van­
ilIa; 1 cup chopped' walnuts or pecans.

Method: Sift flour salt and baking
powder together. Cream margarine with
sugar until fluffy. Add honeY,and syrup
and continue beating. Add egg and mix
well. Add melted chocolate. Add dry in­
gredients, hot water and vanilla and blend
well. Mix in nut meats and spread in 8"
pan. Bake in moderate oven 350°, about
25 to 30 minutes.

Marshmallow Topping - Boil 1 cup
white sugar with ~ cup boiling water un­
til it threads. Remove from stove. While
syrup is boiling soak 1 envelope Knox
Gelatin in :l: cup cold water. Add to boiled
mixture. Add pinch of salt and } tsp.
vanilla. Beat with rotary beater or elec­
tric mixer until thick and nearly cool.
Spread on top of cool Brownies and frost
with your favorite chocolate icing and
sprinkle with a few chopped nuts.

cast from your eyes those delicately pink
rose petals, through which you have here­
tofore viewed war and instead of all
things martial being observed through a
beautiful transparent haze, the horrors
of warfare will stand clearly out-naked
in all its foulness, bathed in the cold, hard
light of realism.

"This may seem harsh and entirely
upset your preconceived ideas of glory,
gained in many instances via the educa­
tional facilities of the country to which
you belong, but, consider deeply these
things, recognized as inseparable from
scientific conflict, as waged during the
frightful years of 1914-18, and ready to
leap on your shoulders today, hurtling
your strong, clean bodies under the
bloody, revolving wheels, of the more­
than-ever scientific, though pitiless jug­
gernaut of civilized warfare.

Ponder yet awhile on some of the
realities "enjoyed" in the past by human
"gun-fodder" and still ready to be dished
out to those participating in a future
murderous orgy.

Gas-a loathsome poison, creeping into
the lungs until the victim is black in the
face, frothing at the mouth, eventually
"passing out" in terrible agony-then, or
years later, after hideous suffering.

Shells-of all descriptions.
Bombs-of all sorts, dropping inces­

santly, churning the earth with a mixture
of blood, flesh and material. Ivreanwhile
the survivors are hugging the filthy land­
scape, belly-tight, clothing not much diff­
erent from their earthy couch, faces hag­
gard, bright, bright eyes-in some-while
others stare from dull orbs as though the
soul was dead.

The avalanche of lead and iron passes
on, the scattered men gather together in
a trench not too badly flattened and pro­
ceed to crouch down and relax a little;
it is then the other scourges of trench
warfare are felt and seen, men covered
with the accumulated slime of days, while
underclothes and body teem with lice,
without a chance of immediate relief-the
horrible torment to mind and body cannot
be conceived by one who has never been
in such a plight.

Added to that there are rats, large re­
pellent creatures, fattened on a pasture
of the dead. A bite from one of these in­
fected rodents in many cases means the
loss of limb or life.

One of the greatest horrors a man has
to contend with in trench warfare is
MUD! Moist dust or wet earth defines
the word well enough to suit the taste of
pre and post-war people-but mud of the
trenches and battle area ... that treach­
erous, viscous compound, intermingled
with dreadfall compositions and decom­
positions. Think of the tortured mind and
body when one has to wallow in such
surroundings, filthy, fearful and heart­
rending.

You have heard of the men, fortunate
enough, as they thought, to be wounded
seriously, going out of the line with a
large smile, then there were those poor
