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REPATRIATION

In everyday living, to most of us the
word Repatriation has little actual mean-
ing, and then suddenly it happens that
it means the difference between a living
death and life at its fullest. This is what
happened to us.

When a war breaks out and people
caught in outlandish places are interned,
at first, they do not take it very seriously.
Hope dies hard. The children and I were
caught just like this. Somehow it did not
seem possible that anything as unpleasant
as falling into the enemy’s hands could
last long and with this hope we saw the
gates of the camp shut behind us..

It was 21 months before we realized
the dream of freedom, and when it came,
with it came heartache and sadness be-
cause all of those with whom we had
associated through the hard months were
not able to have their liberty granted at
the same time.

ut of a blue sky, literally, a message
Cese from the Office telling me to call
there at once. With trembling knees and
my heart thumping all over my body,
wondering if I had slipped up somewhere,
or if bad news awaited me about my hus-
band, I got there. I was greeted by one
of the kindliest men in the camp, very
large and very gentle. He looked down
at me and asked me what connection I
had with Canada. I replied that I had
none whatever except I carried a Canadian
Passport, and that my husband had lived
in Canada some years before. I was then
told our names were on the Special List
of Repatriates 0.K-d by Washington and
Japan.

away was to turn to each other and cry
and cry and cry, I do not think there was
a dry eye amongst us all. Nerves were
strained to breaking point and this was
an opportunity for emotional outlet.

A most uncomfortable journey of nine
hours in a train when no one was allowed
off at any station to get even a drink of
water, and the scanty food had run out
long since. Hours of waiting on the hot
sand first on one foot and then on an-
other and a long trek to the Japanese
Repatriation ship waiting out at sea.
Loaded into open steel barges, too hot to
touch almost, and slow moving, but all
this was forgotten for the moment at the
sight of hundreds of other repatriates
from China and other places waving and
greeting us as we drew alongside.

Those we hoped so much to see were
not there, but many friends who gave
good news of others left behind. A night-
mare journey of three weeks, picking up
other refugees on the way to Goa, the
Port of Exchange, but always we were
drawing nearer to freedom and the pres-
ent discomfort seemed very small com-
pared to the future which lay ahead. And
at last, Goa.

We watched the slow majestic approach
of our Mercy Ship, the Gripsholm, a

" beautiful white ship with a huge red cross

Whenever we had thought or talked of |

being free we naturally thought that we
r ~ld shout it to the world, but strangely
L- agh when the moment came, there were
no words, only a huge lump in the throat
and tears streaming down the face. I
managed to get sufficient control of my
voice to say a very feeble “thank you,”
and walked away, being told that instruc-
tions would be issued as the time drew
near to leave. Then the heartache, how
bear the grand news, news that meant
going back into life again, and yet how
share it with those others with whom one
had lived so closely and who had to re-
main behind by some quirk of circum-
stance. Those others who deserved it so
much more and those who were sick and
ought to be got out, but Orders are orders
and the enemy doesn’t show a heart in
war.

Dawn arrived on the great day and
we were up by 3.30 a.m. given a meal of
the usual Mush and coffee( ground rice
and peanuts). The trucks drove up with
armed guards. The three hundred odd of
us climbed in, and all we saw were thou-
sands of upturned faces in the glaring
floodlight, waving and calling out. Brave
faces and braver hearts, and the only
thing two of us could do as we drove

painted on her sides. Most of us were
too full of words, and some shouted and
laughed and our hearts joined with them.
A friend who had gone all through the
camp days without physical harm, in her
excitement at seeing the Gripsholm slip-
ped and broke her shoulder blade and had
to spend the whole of the trip with a cast
and had to arrive in New York with it,

! the ignominy being worse the hurt.

The moment we set foot on this grand
ship we were FREE, and as we were about
to enjoy the wonderful banquet (buffet)
the ship’s company had prepared, the first
sight of real food we had seen for so
long, a spontaneous burst of gratitude
rose from the throats of 1,500 odd people
as The Doxology resounded through the
ship. This seemed to be the only ade-
quate way we had of expressing our feel-
ings and every heart responded, and I am
sure the Captain and his staff realized
that this was the highest form of grati-
tude we could have shown. L. L.
