Then we had our
regular Council meeting lasting until
midnight, with 34 items of business.

Tuesday—Ordered a slip-cover for the
sunroom of the Health Centre. Discussed
surfacing the driveway so that our older
citizens won’t have to shuffle through the
dust.

Wednesday—Spent morning with Coun-
cillor George Austin, chairman of the
Lands Committee, inspecting Saanich-
owned land for which we had received
offers.- Example: Many municipal lots are
in flood or swamp areas so it is this Com-
mittee’s duty to advise the Council not
to sell.
