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Editorials:

The treatment we suggested for the
park-land, south of Haliburton on Cor-
dova Bay Road, was modest -and re-
strained. To imply that only a major
operation, followed by plastic surgery,
¢an benefit the patient, is misleading.

We contend that a shave, haircut, and
the extraction of a few rotten stumps
would be the first steps toward complete
recovery.

The public park we already have, is an
uninviting little patch of ground, but it
has served a useful purpose in giving
children a place to play. The beach is
pleasant for a few short weeks only, in
every year . .. our climate being tempera-
mental.

To minimize the importance of the
“Casual Visitor” is a grave mistake. The
“Casual Visitor” spends money, and any-
thing we can do to make Cordova attract-
ive to him, is good business. We want
him to come here to band concerts, dances,
Klondike Nights, Regattas and bazaars.
Without him and “his sisters and his
cousins and his aunts” it would be im-
practical to plan for a Community Hall,
or anything else.:

Many districts are crying for space to
convert into a pleasant place wherein
people may stroll and children play; we
have the space and should use it to ad-
vantage, but to project a scheme for turn-
ing it into a minor Beacon Hill, with
flower plantings etc. is out of the question
at present. We'll settle for a clean-up
and the removal of certain trees that are
an increasing menace as the season of
winter storms draws near.

To say that this neglected spot looks
“no worse” than many other like jungles,
is to espouse inertia. We should insist
that it look better.

COST OF LIVING

The cost of living has been mounting
steadily. Even after facts have been as-
sembled, governments haven’t the foggiest
notion of what to do—neither has anyone
else, it seems.

Roll back the prices—is a popular sug-
gestion for dealing with the situation, but
this, in effect, seems to mean reimposing
controls, which are at best, a temporary
relief, but as a permanent remedy, im-
practical and unacceptable to the major-
ity of Canadians we believe.

It has been estimated that our dollar
to-day, is worth about 50c. Maybe it’s
not the prices that does this, perhaps it’s
the unpredictable fluctuations in the value
of money that has been raising costs. If
this is so, it would appear that no step to
deal with the cost of living can be effect-
ive unless it comes to grips with the
money system.
